Community concern with traffic safety issues
around the school has been an ongoing and
unresolved issue for many years now. There
have been many attempts in the past to deal
with the problem with no viable outcome.
Following several serious incidents in the
recent past, community concern reached a new
level. This concern prompted parents,
community and
school to spare no
effort in resolving
the situation.
Consequently an
approach to the
Governors Bay
Community
Association
(GBCA) resulted in
the formation of a
working party to
come to grips with
the issues, as already
reported in the previous issue of The Bay
News.

The party was made up of representatives
from: Parents, School Board of Trustees
(BOT), school staff, general Governors Bay
community and the GBCA. The working party
also had technical support from Christchurch
City Council (CCC) Transport and
Greenspace Unit. After some nine months of
consideration of multiple solutions, a
provisional plan emerged and was agreed
upon; it appeared to meet most of the needs of
all involved parties and residents, with the
safety of the children as the paramount issue.

This plan has been written up and presented to
the Lyttelton Mount Herbert Community
Board with the request that they accept the
provisional proposal and submit it for
inclusion in the LTCCP (Long Term Council
Community Plan) for the 2011-2016 period.

In the meantime there
will be a number of

commonsense
amendments that can
be funded within the
maintenance budget
and that will enable
changes to be made to
road markings,
signage, and footpath
access around the
school. These initial
works are a first step
toward the overall plan and should be seen in
that context.

The time and effort involved in reaching an
agreed traffic plan for the school area was
considerable and the commitment of those
involved in reaching a workable outcome is to
be commended.
